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FIVS 2010 Autumn Conference on Responsible Marketing

Programme Description 
In an increasingly complex global marketplace, the costs and uncertainties inherent in marketing make it incumbent on the trade to understand and reach out to consumers on many different levels.  Challenges extend from adjusting to shifting consumer trends, to ensuring that responsible marketing is in accordance with societal norms, to constantly modifying labels in the face of rapid technological developments.  Meanwhile, governmental authorities are responding to marketing initiatives - at times independently and at other times in collaboration with international and other national authorities.

Topics covered at the conference include: 

Thursday - We will devote the first day of the 2010 FIVS Autumn Conference to public policy issues specific to responsible marketing practices, focusing on labeling in the international alcohol beverage sector.  The morning session will feature trends in the marketing arena from the perspectives of national governmental agencies and the trade.  The afternoon will further delve into specific labeling topics within marketing (e.g., allergen, nutrition, environmental and warning labeling matters).  We will also describe FIVS’ efforts in this area through the FIVS Inform initiative, as well as touch upon other pertinent industry efforts.
Friday - The second day of the conference will address related public policy topics linked to responsible marketing, including the responsible consumption of alcohol beverages, sustainable production issues and international trade aspects:

· Social Policy - Many in the industry, including FIVS, have worked in multifaceted ways to encourage activities that promote responsible alcohol consumption, promote efforts to ensure responsible marketing, and engage in meaningful dialogue with key health organizations.  Discussions will include developments regarding how national governments are responding to the World Health Organisation’s implementation of its “Global Strategy” and how the industry can assist national governments to respond to the World Health Organisation’s implementation of its “Global Strategy.”  FIVS will present its strategic initiative in this area, FIVS-Assure, during the course of the conference, as well as other initiatives that promote the responsible consumption of alcohol beverages.

· Perspectives and Strategies in the Area of Sustainability - Building on the progress made at the 2010 FIVS Spring Conference in Brussels, Belgium, we will focus on progress being made to harmonise the approaches for sustainable wine, beer and spirits industries around the world.  These efforts have been pursued consistent with the view that each area of the world has its own unique sustainability program needs.  
· Pressing International Issues - Here we will discuss international intellectual property and customs developments that ultimately bear on how products are treated in the international marketplace.  Two particularly “hot” issues in these areas are the enforcement of geographical indications and how alcohol beverages may be classified under the World Customs Organisation’s classification system.
